Consortium will kick off with a reception on Wednesday evening,
January 7th. The consortium is open to all AIS and IS doctoral
students and to AlS professors who received their Ph.D. after January
1, 2005. Consortium attendees will meet on Thursday, January 8th
and will receive advice from seasoned AIS faculty for successfully
starting an academic career. The IS section will once again waive the
registration fee for the entire meeting for doctoral students who are
members of the IS section. This is made possible by a grant from the
KPMG Foundation. Attendees may register for the Consortium along
with their meeting registration through the AAA online registration
system.

The Journal of Information Systems  Research Development
Workshop is scheduled for Thursday afternoon. The purpose of this
Workshop is to promote research by Ph.D. students and faculty new to
AIS research. Workshop participants will discuss drafts of their working
papers with members of the JIS Editorial Advisory and Review Board
and with other workshop participants in order to receive detailed
feedback to further refine their papers for future journal submission.

Selection Process

. Consideration shall be given to peer-reviewed books, monographs,
and journal articles on research topics and methods in the field of
accounting information systems. For journal articles, nominations
are not limited to a particular journal, but should be publications
recognized as having made a significant contribution to the
literature in accounting information systems.

. The work must have been published prior to December 31, 2000.

. To be eligible for consideration, at least one of the authors of the
work must be a current member of the AAA.

° Nominations should be made to the chair of the Notable
Contributions to the IS Literature Award Committee.

° The work must be nominated by an IS Section member.

. The nominating letter should include statements that assess the

importance of the work and its current or potential impact on the
accounting information systems literature.

. Electronic or physical submissions are accepted. Four copies are
required of physical submissions.

. The committee is not required to accept one of the nominated
papers for the award.

. Selection of the award winner will be made by the Notable

Contributions to the IS Literature Award Committee. Criteria for
evaluation will include the quality and quantity of the citations.
Current members of the committee are ineligible for the award.

Abstract (Summary)

Many scholars feel that reviewing papers is more an art than a science. Although it
is not necessarily easy to ascertain a good paper from a bad paper, there are some
accepted guidelines to help. These guidelines are not meant to be a cookbook, but
rather a brief introduction to the art of critical reviewing. What a reviewer looks for in
a paper -- quality of arguments, coherence, contribution, data, analysis, etc -- are
the same no matter what type of paper it is, although conceptual papers do pose
more problems, as there is no real pro forma, which, in principle at least, exists for
empirical papers. The author offers a rough set of guidelines to get started. They
are structured in eight areas: 1. introduction, 2. content, 3. presentation and
structure, 4. theoretic foundation, 5. data analysis/interpretation/argumentation, 6.
results, and 7. conclusions.

Abstract (Summary)

What is the intellectual core of the information systems discipline? This study uses
latent semantic analysis to examine a large body of published IS research in order
to address this question. Specifically, the abstracts of all research papers over the
time period from 1985 through 2006 published in three top IS research journals --
MIS Quarterly, Information Systems Research, and Journal of Management
Information Systems -- were analyzed. This analysis identified five core research
areas: (1) information technology and organizations; (2) IS development; (3) IT and
individuals; (4) IT and markets; and (5) IT and groups. Over the time frame of our
analysis, these core topics have remained quite stable. However, the specific
research themes within each core area have evolved significantly, reflecting
research that has focused less on technology development and more on the social
context in which information technologies are designed and used. As such, this
analysis demonstrates that the information systems academic discipline has
maintained a relatively stable research identity that focuses on how IT systems are
developed and how individuals, groups, organizations, and markets interact with IT.
