Course Objectives

The purpose of accounting and accountants is to provide relevant information useful for planning, decision making and control. The accountant’s job has been significantly changed by the information technology revolution of the past ten years. Accountants in this new millennium must be comfortable with not only accounting issues, but also information technology issues as they use, design, and audit computer-based accounting systems. The purpose of this course is to provide an introduction to accounting information systems, including both manual and computer-based accounting systems.  Specific objectives of the course are as follows:
1. To describe the basic components of an accounting information system. 
2. To illustrate the entire accounting cycle by offering hands-on experience in the operation of both manual and computer-based accounting systems.

3. To provide a basic understanding of system documentation and why it is important.

4. To demonstrate the importance of controls in the development and operation of accounting systems.

5. To explore the implications of computer technology on the development and operation of accounting systems, and the resulting implications for accountants and the users of accounting information.
6. To improve skills in the areas of Microsoft Excel and Microsoft Access

Other points of interest
Each day where the Homework assignment is listed as ‘Textbook Questions’, homework will be assigned from the textbook. I will announce the homework assignment in the preceding class.  At the start of class each day, I will check to ensure that you have completed the assigned homework.

I place a high value on class participation as I find that effective class participation enhances students’ learning.  Points will be given for participation as follows:

· 50 points – You are heavily involved in classroom discussion.  You frequently answer tough questions that I have as well as ask your own questions.  Merely talking a lot will not earn you the maximum points, but making regular insightful comments will.  I am especially impressed by those who ask insightful questions and by those who speak up when no one else is talking, not by those who only answer easy questions when the whole class does.

· 40 points – You are a solid contributor to classroom discussion, and sometimes speak-up when the class hits a lull.  However, you do not regularly answer tough questions and you do not regularly ask insightful questions.

· 30 points – You mainly answer easy questions, but rarely speak up when the class goes silent.  You also rarely ask insightful questions of your own.

· 20 points – You come to class every day but mainly just sit silently.

· 10 points – You either miss class quite a bit or are disruptive when you are in class.

· 0 points – You either almost never come to class or are very disruptive when you are in class.

I will ask you to grade yourself on your participation, and I will take this into consideration when I give you a grade for participation.  You will have to justify why you feel you earned the amount of points you graded yourself.  Exceptional class participation may result in extra credit should a student be near a grade cutoff.
