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Abstract

Sixty-eight accounting program chairs responded to an accounting curriculum survey.
The questionnaire while emphasizing curriculum issues, also included questions related
to general program information such as number of students and faculty.

Results of examining program relationships indicate that 2/3 of the institutions have a
computer lab dedicated to accounting majors. Also, 96.8% of the institutions responded
that they have internship opportunities for their students.

A statistical summary of the average accounting curriculum was developed. The results
of this study indicate that despite the efforts of the AECC and AICPA, the mgjority of
accounting programs have a similar curricular structure that has not changed significantly
from William’s 1988 AICPA Survey.
