Carcello informed the Executive Committee that the Outstanding Dissertation Committee had received three submissions and was still in the process of considering these.

The Executive Committee then discussed the Innovation in Auditing and Assurance Education Award. Selection of the award was to be made directly by the Executive Committee. Bamber recommended that
